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The American Soccer Club of Napoli (ASC) shall institute and enforce a Player Code of Conduct. The Player Code of Conduct shall be distributed to each player and parent at time of registration.  Each player and designated parent/guardian shall attest by signature that they read, understand, and will abide by the Player Code of Conduct. A copy of the signatory form shall be kept in the player’s file. At the beginning of each season (fall, winter, and spring) each coach shall review the Player Code of Conduct with his/her team.

American Soccer Club of Napoli Player Code of Conduct

ASC players represent our team and our communities during club activities. We expect that our club members conduct themselves in a manner that very positively reflects on the ASC organization and our communities.  To provide guidance to players, parents, and coaches, the ASC Club has issued this Player Code of Conduct which shall be adhered to at all times.

1. I will treat teammates, coaches, opponents, and spectators with a high level of respect.

2. I will play by the rules of soccer and practice good sportsmanship.

3. I will follow coaching direction and not be disruptive during practices or games.

4. I will be on time for games and practices and will notify my coach or team manager if I cannot attend. I will make every effort to attend all games and practices.

5. I will train to the best of my ability.

6. I will not argue with officials, coaches, spectators or players, on or off the field.

7. I will not use unnecessary rough tactics in games or practices.

8. I will not participate in abusive or violent behavior of any kind or use foul, abusive or derogatory language, obscene or vulgar gestures towards any official, coach, player or spectator, whether on or off the field.

9. I will not use or possess illegal drugs, alcohol or tobacco, and I will not abuse legal drugs (like Tylenol or cough syrup).

10. I will treat home and away fields and equipment with respect and all of my litter shall be removed following practice and games.

American Soccer Club of Napoli (ASC) Player Code of Conduct Corrective Action Plan Policy
The ASC Club may use a corrective action plan to address Player Code of Conduct violations. This plan advocates timely and direct communication between the coach, the player, the player’s parents, and when indicated the ASC board of directors.
ASC Player Code of Conduct Corrective Action Plan Procedure Corrective Action Steps.

Depending on the nature and severity of a Player Code of Conduct violation (s) the corrective action implemented may consist of the following steps:
Verbal Warning.
In situations where there has been an initial Player Code of Conduct violation (s) then the coach may issue a verbal warning to the player with a written summary of the verbal warning distributed to the team manager, board of directors coaching liaison, the player’s parents, and with parental consent, the player. The written summary shall specifically document the Player Code of Conduct violation (s) and the corrective steps that need to be taken.. A meeting between the coach, the parents (and the player at the parent’s discretion) may be initiated by either party.

Written Warning.
In situations where violations of the Player Code of Conduct continue then the coach may issue a written warning with a copy distributed to the team manager, the board of directors coaching liaison, the player’s parents, and with parental consent, the player. In the event of an issuance of a written warning, a conference shall be scheduled between the coach, the parents, the board of directors coaching liaison, and the player, at the parent’s discretion. The written warning shall specifically document the Player Code of Conduct violation (s) and the corrective steps that need to be taken. Depending on the severity of the violation (s), a written warning may be initiated as a sequential step or as the first step in the corrective action process.

Depending on the nature of the violation (s), in some situations a corrective action plan

may include the following:
Formal Probationary Period.
A player may be placed on probationary status for a defined period of time, usually not less than thirty (30) days in response to a Player Code of Conduct violation or series of violation (s). Failure to successfully complete the formal probation period may lead to further disciplinary action including up to termination. Placing a player on probation may proceed or follow a suspension; however, its application is at the club’s sole discretion and is not a sequential step in the formal disciplinary process. All placements of players into a formal probationary period shall require majority approval of the board of directors.

Suspension.
A player may be suspended in the event of a Player Code of Conduct violation (s).  Depending on the severity of the violation, the suspension period may be initiated as a sequential step or as the first step in the corrective action process. The reason (s) for the suspension shall be documented in writing by the coach and distributed to team manager, board of directors, the player’s parents, and with parental consent, the player. The initiation of a suspension requires majority approval of the board of directors. In the event that a player has been suspended then a conference shall be scheduled between the coach, the board of directors coaching liaison, the parents, (and the player, at the parent’s discretion).

Termination.
Certain Player Code of Conduct violations may occur that are of such an egregious nature that immediate termination shall be imposed. Depending on the severity of the violation, the termination may be initiated as a sequential step or as the first step in the corrective action process. Termination requires the majority approval of the Board of Directors.  The reason (s) for the termination shall be documented in writing by the coach and distributed to team manager, board of directors, the player’s parents, and with parental consent, the player.

Player and Parental Appeal.
Players and/or their parents may request an appeal of their suspension and/or termination by providing written notice to the president of the ASC Club within ten (10) calendar days following written notification of their suspension and/or termination. An appeal hearing shall be scheduled within ten (10) days of receipt of written notice. The appeal hearing shall include the following participants:
1. The president of the ASC board.
2. The ASC board of directors coaching liaison.

3. A third ASC board member selected by the president.
4. The player’s parents.
5. The player (at the parent’s discretion).

6. The player’s coach.
7. Any other individuals approved by the president of the ASC board.
A final decision shall be issued by the board in writing no later than ten (10) days following the hearing.

The player’s annual evaluation shall take into consideration any Player Code of Conduct violations.  At the beginning of each season (fall, winter, and spring), the coach shall review and distribute the Player Code of Conduct.
